TRAIL ALERT:

ALCOSAN

ALCOSAN is conducting maintenance work at four sites next to the Three

Rivers Heritage Tralil - one site beside the North Shore segment near Ninth

Street, and three sites beside the South Side segment along the

Monongahela River, between South 8th Street and the Steelers' practice

facility. Work will occur in multiple short phases during winter and spring of

2015 and signs will be posted in the vicinity of active work areas. Trail users
should stay safe when passing through these areas by being aware of workers and construction
equipment, and obeying traffic devices and flaggers.

SOUTHSIDE WORKS

Construction near the SouthSide Works segment of the Three Rivers Heritage Trail will impact trail
traffic at times. Please use caution when in the area, and follow the open trail route or posted
detour for safety.

STRIP DISTRICT

A detour is in place on the Strip District segment of the Three Rivers Heritage Trail between 11th
and 22nd Street. This section of the trail will be closed for underground utility work and has been
extended through Spring of 2015. Trail users should use Smallman Street during this time. Cyclists
may use the sidewalk on 11th Street.
